Music Course Descriptions

MUSC 100: Music Appreciation (3)

Prerequisite: None

This course will focus on the different styles of music and composers, as well as forms and
styles of music as connected with the history of music.

MUSC 101: Music Fundamentals (2)
Prerequisite: None

This course is an Introduction to the fundamental elements of music through the study of
scales, chords, basic harmonic progressions, rhythms and terminology.

MUSC 102: Beginning Piano (1)
Prerequisite: LANG 125 for LANG 126
This course is designed for the beginning Piano student.

MUSC 103: Beginning Fiddle (1)
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed for the beginning fiddle student.

MUSC 111: Beginning Guitar (1)
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed for the beginning guitar student.

MUSC 133: Traditional Singing of the Plains Ojibwe (1)
Prerequisite: None

The students will learn a variety of songs that are commonly sung at pow-wows with an
emphasis on the Ojibwe style.

MUSC 160: Band (1)
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to enhance the college experience by providing further band experience
for student.

MUSC 200: Native American Music Survey (3)
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to explore the rich tradition of Native American music. Students will
listen to recordings and discuss culture from a musical perspective.
